When copying text from one source and pasting the segment into a destination document, we
have had the mild frustration of finding the pasted text to have the formatting of the copied
document. For example, copying material from a Web page and pasting into a Mail message,
font, typeface, and size of the resulting text is that of the host Web page, likely to be different
from the rest of your mail message. After a few such pastings from different sources, you hav
an ugly and confusing result. At this point you have three choices: leave it alone and hope yo
recipient can make sense of it; reformat the entire document in one pass, which may or may r
accomplish exactly what you want; or utilize a format-stripping utility.

Plain Clip is a simple and silent (and free) utility that, when activageghs formatting from

text on the Clipboard, converting it to plain text, so that when you later paste that text, it takes
on the formatting of the target document. Stripping formatting also removes any images and
other non-text content; so, in the Web-to-Mail example, if you copy the contents of a Web pag
and then paste it into a formatted document, you get just the properly formatted text, omitting
images.

There are other format-stripping utilities, Riain Clip is particularly simple and invisible.

There are no menus or windows, (except Preferences,) and you donOt have to manually quit
just silently strips formatting and quits. It can be shown in the Dock, but not as a running
program. You can assign it a shortcut using a keyboard-macro utility, or access it using a
“launcher" utility. Recent versions add some other optional features you may want to try.

Yes, Apple has added a new OPaste and Match StyleO menu item to the OEditO menu in rec
versions of Mac OS X. But this command is not available in all applications, and moreover do
not necessarily yield plain text: even if you use OPaste and Match StyleO, Mail will treat
filenames as attachments and not as filenames.
